The week of August 15 — 19, Schellinger Construction crews are finishing minor clean-up
work on the Stevensville Safety Improvements project. In late August and throughout
September, drivers can anticipate epoxy striping and seeding in the project area.

Epoxy striping will take place over a day or two in early fall and create minor delays.
Seeding should have no impact to traffic. Updates will be provided as these activities
approach. Once this work is done, construction will be largely completed.
