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Crack sealing begins on shared-use path alongside US 93

STEVENSVILLE, Mont. - The Montana Department of Transportation (MDT),
along with construction partner Z & Z Asphalt Inc., will begin crack sealing on
the shared-use path that runs alongside US Highway 93 (US 93). The project
area begins at the Stevensville Junction and continues for approximately 16
miles to Lolo Creek Bridge. The work is scheduled to begin July 31, weather
permitting.

The purpose of crack sealing is to extend the life of the pathway.

Work is anticipated to take approximately two days to complete and will take
place from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m.

Pedestrians and bicyclists are encouraged to find an alternate route while work
is being performed.
