Users can obtain
digital copies of MT-1 determinations from the MSC by performing a search for Letters of Map
Change (LOMCs) by community or by case number using this link
http://msc.fema.gov/portal/advanceSearch. The product search includes an optional date

range filter, so users can limit the number of LOMCs returned in a search.
MSC SUBSCRIPTION

The MSC provided a free subscription service that delivers email notifications regarding newly
posted flood mapping products. Subscriptions are free of charge and may be created, edited,
or discontinued at any time. In addition, a user may create multiple subscriptions to satisfy the
need to monitor various products or geographic locations. This tool provides a quick and easy
way for interested parties to learn when new mapping products are made available for their
community.
