Watercraft inspection stations are Montana’s first line of defense against the
introduction of aquatic invasive species (AlS). Since invasive mussel larvae were
detected in 2016, Montana’s watercraft inspections have more than doubled to
109,000 in 2018.

Inspection stations are operated by Montana FWP and these partners organizations:
Blackfeet Nation, Confederated Salish & Kootenai Tribes, Garfield Conservation
District, Missoula County Weed District, National Park Service, and Whitefish Lake
Institute.
